As you know I’ve been preaching a series entitled: “Get Smart.”  We have been focusing on 2 Peter 1:1-11 specifically looking at the list of virtues Peter tells us we need to “add” to our Christian walk in verses 5-7. Verse 9 for instance says, “But if anyone does not have them, (the virtues listed in verses 5-7) he is nearsighted and blind, and has forgotten that he has been cleansed from his past sins.”  Let me ask you, “Is it possible to forget the name of a man who pulled you out of a swollen river before you nearly drown?”  “Would you totally forget a policeman who took a bullet for you in the process of a crime?”  “Would you easily forget the name of someone who loved you and left you $100 million when they died?”  “Is it possible to forget the Savior?”  “Could we allow Jesus to become a vague distant memory in our minds?”  The Bible answers those questions with a resounding, “Yes!”  We can, and do forget.  It is possible to forget that Jesus pulled us out of a river of condemnation, took death for us, and left us an immeasurable inheritance.  That is why we need to read God’s word, pray, and practice Christianity daily.  We also need to meet regularly with God’s children so that we can be continually reminded of so great a salvation. The writer of Hebrews reminds us, “We must pay more careful attention, therefore, to what we have heard, so that we do not drift away.  For if the message spoken by angels was binding, and every violation and disobedience received its just punishment, how shall we escape if we ignore such a great salvation?  This salvation, which was first announced by the Lord, was confirmed to us by those who heard him” (Hebrews 2:1-3).  My friends do not grow complacent.  Do not forget the cross!
