They would never have noticed a missing ten-pound roast or half a turkey, but no one could get away with eating more than his fair share of ice cream in our family.  So I quietly sneaked out to my car, drove to the store, bought a new half-gallon-Rocky Road, of course-and carefully placed it right back where the other one was.  I was in the clear except for one tiny detail.  I forgot that one of our kids had eaten a little bit out of the top of the other one.  Busted!  They let me know, in no uncertain terms, that they knew exactly what I had done.  The whole family got in on that one.”  Can you relate to this story?  Have you ever lost control of you and been embarrassed or frustrated by your behavior?  Have you ever eaten too much-or spent too much-or said to much-or played too much-or bragged too much-or procrastinated too much-or interfered too much-or worked too much-or complained too much or argued too much or preached too much about doing too much of this or that?
